-Representatives Steve Hellman and Verna Arnett from the Cincinnati Water Works came to the meeting to explain the reasoning for the water works transitioning to a Regional Water district.  This transition will allow the water works to service a larger area, grow customer base, keep rates low and to maintain the water quality. -The Board informed the members present of the vacant board seats (3) and that we were interviewing candidates.  
-Kennedy Connector update.  $12 million approved through OKI Transportation Grant, the project ranked #1 & #2.  The gap in funding is now about $6-7 million.  24 properties are being acquired by eminent domain, with a few going to court for resolution.  The OCC will send a note to Roxanne Qualls to allow the community the opportunity to have a voice during the planning stages, Project has been in the in the works since 2001 and is now coming on line.
-Good Guy Loitering Program, Brian Lee from Westwood.  This program is a help to law enforcement with problem crime areas.  Members of the community congregate in high crime area on a Friday evening to sit, talk and make a presence.  Their goal is to take back the night.  The Good Guy Loitering Program has been in existence for three years.
