New Business:
-John Heilman retirement.  John has been a vital success to the Oakley community council for over 32 years.  The OCC expressed our deep appreciation to John by awarding him with a plaque as a token of our thanks.
-New board appointment.  Craig Rozen has been appointed to fill the vacancy of John Heilman whose term expires December 2010.
-Residents from the East Side of Oakley came to the meeting to present issues pertaining to the changes made by MLS.  Presentation was given by Terry Eschmeyer, Ward Smith and Jeff Orschell.  MLS has changed the way they list houses for sale and the boundaries they use.  This group has come to the OCC requesting a change in the boundaries of the contested area.  After the presentation there was a question & answer time with input from the community, board members along with City planning department representative Katherine Keough-Jurs.  The OCC made no recommendation or motion at the meeting. The OCC did request copies of the petition from those in the impacted area.
-Allston Road one-way issue.  The issues of the residents are being evaluated and Craig Rozen will chair a sub-committee to look into the concerns of those who live in the area in question.  There have been some talks with city staff member Martha Kelly.

-Aegis Protective Services variance request.  The owners of Aegis Protective Services have requested a variance in zoning to accommodate an expansion of their business:
1.  Schedule 1425-19-A, Off Street Parking and Loading Requirements.  City zoning requires 12, Aegis is proposing 10.
2.  1425-15 Front Yard Parking Prohibited.  Aegis is requesting relief to all allow the proposed parking lot to be located in the “front yard”.  

3.  1425-29 Perimeter Landscaping.  Aegis is requesting relief from the 3’-0” Perimeter Landscaping Requirement.  
4.  1409-23 Transparency Standard for Ground Floor Windows and Doors. Aegis is requesting relief from the 40% and/or 70%transparency requirement due to existing neighborhood conditions.
The OCC passed a motion to approve #1,2 &4 with conditional approval for #3 when plans are introduced for improved aesthetics  in landscaping.  Matt Jones made the motion, Terry Garrard seconded the motion, motion passed.
Standing Committee Reports:
Quality of Life-None
Oakley After Hours-Crowd was mixed with those who live in Oakley with others from surrounding communities.  The OCC information table needs to be better organized with literature.  Brazee Street does a fantastic job of promoting OAH.
Streetscape Update-Sewer lines being installed near Ridge and Madison the intersection will be shut down to tie in for approximately 3-4 days.

-Catalina Landivar Simon spoke about her concerns of Allston on-way, traffic & safety

-Tim Langmeyer spoke about Allston one-way ramifications.

-Diane Rupp, expressed concerns about lack of action being taken on proposed street calming initiatives proposed to offset the changes on Allston.  Skip Allen said he will follow up on the matter with Michael Moore.  Ms. Rupp also inquired as to the status of the proposed change to the location of bus stop.  No update was available.
-April Langemeyer, proposed that a celebration be planned for the completion of the Oakley Square project.  There was general agreement that some type of event would be appropriate.  Skip Allen mentioned possible New Years Even event on the Square.  Legends Church will probably continue with Christmas on the Square.
