New Business
Neighborhood Business District workshop at 8:00 on Saturday, October 20, 2007 was attended by Dave Schaff, Vince Schirmer and Skip Allen.

Funding for Phase I of the Oakley Square streetscape will be voted on by Cincinnati City Council at their December meeting.  This is for a $600,000 grant. Initial plans are found on www.oakleynow.com.

The proposed Midtown Centre development at Ridge and Marburg was approved the City Council. TIF and development agreement have been completed. 

Clossons has purchased the former Hader Hardware site for $1.5million. They will renovate to a new retail center; existing building is to be built to the street as part of the updates.

Dan Marshall asked for volunteers to work on the Oakley Park Master Plan.  Contact Dan via the www.oakleynow.com website.

Katie Carroll reports that the next edition of the Oakley Voice is in draft form and has been submitted to John Heilman and Dave Schaff for their review.

Dan Bennie will draft a letter that Katie will ask Sue Doucleff to sign to rename signers on the Oakley Community Urban Redevelopment Council (OCURC) accounts.

Matt Jones or Vince Schirmer will attend the next CNBD meeting on Friday, November 9, 2007.

Cincinnati Recreation Commission (CRC)
Greg Pierson reports that Mark Celsor, former director of the Oakley Community Center, has been promoted to the East Region manager for CRC.  If the OCC would like to hold any special events on the ball fields next year they should be contacting Greg to discuss.

District 2 Police Report
Captain Weisman – new to District 2 as of 10/10/07; 18 year veteran of department; has asked that Officer Dwayne Dawson be named the CPOP officer for Oakley; phone number for District 2 is 979-4400; phone number for non-emergency reports is 765-1212. Violent Crimes Unit is working on problems on Robertson Avenue; copper being stolen from air conditioner condensers; breaking & entering on Madison Road has been stopped because individual has been arrested.

Miscellaneous
George Dyer from R.P. McMurphy’s received notice to tear off deck – he has filed for permit to delay the tear off to allow him time to decide how to proceed.

Fatburger developers are now asking for a sign variance that would allow a wall sign with a tag line; representatives may be at the December meeting to discuss; OCC has asked for design overlay district guidelines to be followed; also requesting variances for buffer yards and outdoor seating.

Forkable Feast is seeking a Notwithstanding Ordinance to allow them to put up a sign that is not allowed in their zoned area; Matt Jones is to setup a meeting with the owners next week to discuss.
Millworks – 75 acre development – an amended TIF and development agreement was approved by the City Council Finance Committee on 11/5; final site plan is not complete; should be closing on properties within next 3-6 months.

Agreed to send a letter to City Council, City Manager and Economic Development Director, Holly Childs, urging them to keep current funding for Kennedy Connector in place.
