· Ground floor Transparency-The zoning code for CN-P districts requires that the ground floor of all buildings facing major roadway have a minimum amount of glass.  Closson’s wants to reduce the amount of glass on the frontage of the property.
· Loading dock-Closon’s wants to lower the existing dock to to allow the delivery van to unload at the floor level.
